Consensus

Standards

Should Be
Referenced in
Cranes and

Derricks Rule

The American Society of Safety
Engineers (ASSE) expressed a
variety of concerns focused on
the failure to reference widely
accepted national voluntary
consensus standards addressing
crane safety in the proposed
updated federal Cranes and
Derricks in Construction Rule in
testimony by ASSE professional
member Matt Burkart at a U.S.
Department of Labor (DOL)

public hearing.

Burkart: “We cannot help but
come to that conclusion when
the proposed rule fails to
reference even once the ASC
A0 standard Safety
Requirements for Construction
and Demolition Operations,”
Burkart said. “The inability of
OSHA to identify a key set of
standards impacting crane safety
is a significant failure by OSHA
to perform meaningful
background research and
indicates the agency failed to
comply fully with Public Law 104

-113”

The current OSHA safety
standard for cranes and derricks
was written in 1971. In July
2004, a 23-member industry and
union OSHA advisory
committee issued a
recommendation that OSHA
update its outdated standards on
crane and derrick safety and
proposed a revised standard,
including specific rules on crane

assembly.

OSHA is about to recognize its
2,000th Voluntary Protection
Programs (VPP) site which will
join the elite group of employers
recognized by OSHA for having
exemplary safety and health man-
agement systems. A July celebra-
tion is planned at the site where
Assistant Secretary Edwin G.
Foulke, Jr., will officially recognize
this achievement. OSHA will
reveal the honored site in your

Quick Action by Compliance
Officers Helps Avert Employee

Injuries in Trench Collapses

OSHA’s mission is to save lives.
This was illustrated in three sepa-
rate trench collapses where OSHA’s
compliance safety and health officers
(CSHOs) were instrumental in pre-
venting injury while conducting in-
spections under OSHA’s Local and
National Emphasis Programs (NEP).
In each instance, the CSHOs identi-
fied hazards at the jobsite and the
construction employer voluntarily
removed the employees from the
unsafe trench. In Wheeling, IIl.,
CSHO Gary Weil of OSHA’s Chi-
cago North area office suggested
the evacuation of a hazardous
trench, which moments later col-
lapsed. Another unprotected trench
was evacuated just before collapse
on the recommendation of CSHO
Ken Montgomery of the Cincinnati
area office. At a construction site
in Madison, Wis., CSHOs Alan An-
gle and Chad Greenwood of the
Madison area office identified two
hazardous excavations, both of
which collapsed just minutes after
being cleared of employees.

No one was injured in any of
these incidents thanks to the
quick action and insight of the
CSHOs. OSHA's Working Safely
in Trenches QuickCard® (English/
Spanish) is a resource for identi-
fying and preventing safety haz-

ards associated with trenching.

National Safety Council Of-

fers OSHA Compliance
Certification

The National Safety Council
(NSC) will be offering OSHA
compliance certification courses
on a variety of occupational
safety and health topics in July
and August.

Obama to Nominate David Michaels to Head OSHA

On July 28, President Barack
Obama announced he would
nominate David Michaels,
Ph.D., MPH, to become the
assistant secretary of labor

for OSHA.

Michaels is an epidemiologist and
currently is research professor at
the Department of Environmental
and Occupational Health at the
George Washington University
School of Public Health and
Health Services. He has con-
ducted numerous studies of the
health effects of occupational
exposure to toxic chemicals,
including asbestos, metals and
solvents and has written exten-
sively on science and regulatory
policy. From 1998 to 2001,
Michaels served as assistant sec-
retary of energy for Environment,
Safety and Health, where he was

responsible for protecting the
health and safety of workers,
neighboring communities and the
environment surrounding the na-
tion’s nuclear weapons facilities.
Michaels also was a contributor to
The Pump Handle, a public

health and occupational safety blog.

Dr. Michaels is the author of
Doubt is Their Product: How
Industry’'s Assault on Science
Threatens Your Health (Oxford
University Press, 2008), as well as
articles in Science, JAMA, Scientific
American, the International Journal
of Epidemiology, the American
Journal of Public Health and nu-
merous other scientific publica-
tions. He was guest editor of a
special issue on Scientific Evi-
dence and Public Policy in the
American Journal of Public Health,
and of an issue of Law and Con-

temporary Problems entitled
Sequestered Science: The
Consequences of Undisclosed

Knowledge.

In February 2006, Dr. Michaels
received the American Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Sci-
ence's Scientific Freedom and
Responsibility Award for his work
on behalf of nuclear weapons
workers and for his advocacy for
scientific integrity. He is also the
recipient of the American Public
Health Association's David P. Rall
Award for Advocacy in Public
Health, and the US Department
of Energy's Meritorious Service

Award.

Dr. Michaels is known to be an
activist despite his numerous contri-
butions. His approval by Congress is

expected to be somewhat bumpy.
